A person is disqualified from being registered asiradividual elector or
voter, or as an AR, if he -

(1) is found under the Mental Health Ordinance (Ca4B6) to be
incapable, by reason of mental incapacity, of mamagand
administering his property and affairs; or

(2) is a member of any armed forces.
